DRESS CODE 

DRESS like a Dancer, LOOK like a 

Dancer, BE a dancer! 

A Dress code teaches students discipline, helping with overall 
focus and energy. By "dressing the part," dancers feel like 
dancers. When taking a dance class, students are asked to wear 
leotards and tights with hair in a bun for ballet or secured neatly 
out of the face. Form-fitting dancewear is also a requirement for 
all jazz or lyrical classes. Adding & accessorizing to the dress 
code is permitted while keeping your class style in mind.  Being 
properly dressed shows the teacher you are serious about your 
art form. 

Acrobatics: Footless/convertible tights & bare feet 

Ballet: Pink tights, black leotard preferred & pink slippers. 

Lyrical Jazz: (Star Bright / Junior) Tan jazz shoes 

Lyrical: (Ages 11+ / Teen - adult) Nude Lyrical shoes 

Broadway Jazz: (Ages 11+ / Teen - adult) Black jazz shoes 

Tap: Black tap shoes 

Hip Hop: Black Jazz Shoes & knee pads or clean soled 
sneakers for teen/adult classes. 
Little Tykes Combinations: Pink Ballet slipper, Tap shoes & 
knee pads 
Boys: Any athletic apparel with the proper (black) shoes for 
that style or barefoot for Acrobatics.   
Boys in Ballet - Solid white t-shirt and black athletic pants or 
shorts with (black) ballet slippers.

ENROLLMENT 

1.  Register online at dancedepotfamily.com 

2.  Submit registration fee, $25.00 per student. 

3.  Pay first month tuition while choosing auto-pay. 

4.  Be an informed parent! Please read our studio policies. 

 

 
 
When you enroll a child with us at any time during our dance season 
(September through June) his/her class attendance is strongly 
encouraged; therefore, in general, we do not prorate, refund, or give 
discounts for any missed classes due to holiday, vacation, illness, 
weather, etc. If you sign up mid-month, tuition is prorated and billed at 
the time of registration. If your child is unable to attend a class, tuition is 
still due in order to reserve his/her spot in the class.  

 
TUITION POLICIES 

 
Tuition is due promptly on the 1st of each month. A late fee of $25 is 
automatically added to all accounts owing tuition on the 8th of the month. 
To make the payment process as simple as possible, all parents are 
required to enroll in “auto pay” while registering online. The studio 
accepts credit and debit cards. Check and cash are also accepted forms 
of payment with approval. Please call the office if special arrangements 
need to be made. 

 
Tuition is charged by the month, due in advance and is based on a 
guarantee of at least 3 classes each month. Please remember that the 
monthly payment is not related to the number of classes in any given 
month. The number of classes each month depends on the calendar and 
any holidays that may take place during that month. Since each month is 
different, some months will have 3 classes; others will have 4 or 5 
classes. Everything balances out over the course of the dance year. 
Please check our Holiday Schedule for those holidays observed.

You must contact the office any time your child adds or drops a class so 
your account can be updated accordingly. If you drop a class and do not 
notify the office, your account will still be charged a full month’s tuition. 
Monthly tuition pays for the reservation of the class rather than the actual 
attendance. If you wish to withdraw from classes at Dance Depot, you 
can contact the studio in writing before the 1st of the next month.
